Envi ronnent Day 2005 on June 6, 2005.

Worl d Environnent Day, commenorated each year on June 5, in over 100
countries is one of the principal vehicles through which the United
Nat i ons stinul ates worl dwi de awar eness of the environnent and enhances
political attention and action

World Environnent Day was established by the United Nations Cenera
Assenbly in 1972 to mark the opening of the Stockhol m Conference on the
Hurmman Envi ronment. Anot her resol ution, adopted by the General Assenbly
the sane day, led to the creation of United Nations Environnment Program
(UNEP) .

The Worl d Environnent Day thene selected for 2005 is Geen Cities and
the slogan is Plan for the Pl anet!

The Mnistry of Environment & Forests, CGovernnent of India is currently
i mpl ementing an anbitious scheme ‘Ecocities’ in identified heritage
cities of Puri, Vrindavan, Ujain, Tirupati, Kottayam and Tanjavore.

FAKE ALERT: TRAVANCORE- COCHI N ENVELOPE

Wiile the old standard fakes are being offered on eBay by one or two
deal ers under the old line “I don’t know what | sell” — there was a NEW
FAKE on the Travancore-Cochin State envel ope with an overprint of “SIX
PIES" at the top and the sane in Ml ayalamon the bottom O course
there was never such a rate, and therefore no need for the overprint,
but since the mint envelope is one of the nbst comon state itens, the
unscrupul ous are devising ways to market themto the uninforned. Here
is an illustration of the overprint on the envel ope and then just the
overprint. GCh yes, the dealer had well over a dozen of the fakes for
sale. He has since pulled the itens off sale fromeBay and his other
web outlets. And he appears to be an innocent in this matter.

US TO REI SSUE STAMPS AFTER 84 YEARS

Stanp, history and architecture enthusiasts witnessed the unveiling of a
speci al set of stanps on June 3, 2005 that will be issued next year
during the world' s largest stanp show - The Washi ngton 2006 Worl d

Phil atelic Exhibition. The Souvenir stanp sheet contains reproductions
of three historic United States postage stanps originally issued in
1923: the $1 Lincoln Mernorial, the $2 U.S. Capitol and the $5 Statue of
Freedom t hat stands atop the Capitol's donme. They will be produced from
the original 1923 dies created by the Bureau of Engraving and Printing
and issued in their original denom nations.

"The Postal Service is proud to be reissuing these historic stanps,"
said Rosa Fulton, Northern Virginia District Minager, U.S. Posta
Servi ce, who unveiled the inage. "They are wonderful rem nders of the
Postal Service's commtnent to honoring the people, places and events
t hat have shaped this great nation."

Joining Fulton was David Failor, Executive Director, Stanp Services of
the U.S. Postal Service, Tom Lera, President of the National Philatelic
Exposi ti ons of Washi ngton, DC, Inc. (NAPEX) and M chael Di xon, President
of the Washington 2006 World Philatelic Exhibition. The unveiling took
pl ace during the NAPEX 2005 Stanp Show at the Hilton MLean (VA) which
runs through Sunday, June 5, 2005.

Art director Richard Sheaff chose a circa 1900 gravure print of the
Capitol for the selvage of the sheet which features the foll ow ng:

The $1 Lincoln Menorial stanmp was issued in Washington, DC, and
Springfield, IL, Feb. 12, 1923, to mark the 114th anniversary of
President Lincoln's birth. The stanp features an engraving by Louis S.
Schofield, of the Bureau of Engraving and Printing.

The $2 U. S. Capitol stanmp was issued in Washington, DC, Mar. 20, 1923.
It features another engraving by Louis S. Schofield; it is based on a
phot ograph of the East Front of the Capitol in the collection of the
Bureau of Engraving and Printing.

The $5 Head of Freedom stanmp was al so issued in Washi ngton, DC, Mar. 20,
1923. Printed in red and blue, the stanp features a John Eissler
engravi ng of the head of "Freedom'—the magnificent statue by Anerican



scul ptor Thomas Crawford that stands atop the Capitol done. This stanp
is a favorite of collectors, who sonmetines refer to it as the "America"
(the word appears on the banner bel ow the main design).
