FAKE STAMP SCAM UPDATES

Mahar ashtra Governor Mohammad Fazal told "Those maki ng puppets to dance
to their tune have been arrested (in connection with the multi-billion



fake stanp scan). The puppeteers have so far renmi ned beyond the police
net," in an informal chat, at Raj Bhavan in Nagpur on January 7, 2003

On January 5, 2003 a Bench of the Suprene Court of India conprising

Chi ef Justice V N Khare, S B Sinha and Justice S H Kapadi a sought reply
fromthe respondents - central governnent, all States, Union
Territories, NCT of Delhi and the Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI)
on the Public Interest Litigations filed by advocate Ajay Aggarwal and
four others, who also sought that CBI probe into the scam be nonitored
by the apex Court.

Faced with allegations of links with stanp scam ki ngpi n Abdul Karim

Tel gi, Karnataka snmall scale industries mnister R Roshan Baig resigned
on January 4, 2004. His resignation conmes a day before the commencenent
of the state legislature session. It is |learnt that Baig had given his
resignation letter to the CMbefore the latter went abroad for a holiday
on Decenber 29

A key operative in the fake stanp scam Raez Quadri was arrested by
Andhra Pradesh police in Hyderabad on January 2, 2004and renmanded to
police custody till January 8. Quadri, who runs a transport business,
was one of the main accused in the fake stanp paper case unearthed in
the city in 1999 and was arrested in the sane year along with 42 others
by Begum Bazar police. He was subsequently rel eased on bail. The SIT,
constituted by Andhra Pradesh governnment in Septenber |ast, re-opened

t he case and has been on the | ookout for Quadri and five others who were
believed to have played a key role in distribution of fake stanp papers
in the state.

The four persons, assistant police conm ssioner Mohamred Javed of the
anti corruption bureau, sub inspector Vijay Kanble of MRA Marg police
station, stanp supervisor Subhash Patil and stanp vendor Shrikant Rane,
were arrested by the SIT on January 2, 2004 at Munbai for their role in
the fake stanp scam They have been remanded to police custody til
January 8.

"Mohanmed Sayeed is the kingpin. | have told everything to the police,"”
Telgi told reporters as he was whi sked away after being produced in a
Bangal ore court on Decenber 30, 2003. Wen asked about Sayeed, Specia

I nvestigati on Team (STAMPIT) chief, R Sri Kumar, said he was arrested in
Kol kata on April 28, 2002. Sayeed is also wanted in stanp scam cases
registered in Pune. He is in the custody of the Munbai police. Sri Kunmar
said Sayeed, now in his 50s, entered the fake stanp paper business
earlier than Tel gi.

The SIT filed charge sheet running into nore than 2,500 pages agai nst
ni ne accused on Decenmber 29, 2003 in the court at Pune. The accused

i nclude the Tel gu Desham Party MLA C Kri shna Yadav, Assi stant
Commi ssi oner of Police Gokul B Patil, Senior Inspector crinme branch
Munbai Datta Dhal, police Inspectors Vashist Andal e and Prabhabkar
Kakade and four other persons.

Dr Rehan Bai g, brother of Karnataka M nister Roshan Bai g surrendered on
Decenber 20, 2003, and was remanded to judicial custody till January 19,



2004 by the Ninth Additional Chief Metropolitan Magistrate Chandrasekhar
Hi ppargi at Bangal ore.
