American mssionary |adies headed the School in its formative
years. It sent its first batch of 15 girls for the Senior Canbridge
Exam nation in 1911.

Now recogni zed as a | eading school for the girls it also has been
promoti ng education for underprivileged. A night school, Indira
Pat hshal a, functions in the same prem ses for the poor and needy
children since 1973.

Bharati M rchandani designed the Stanp and the First Day Cover. Al ka
Sharma designed the pictorial first day postmark. Brochure containing
wite-up and technical data was issued on the occasion. The First Day
Cover and the Brochure are priced at Rs 2 each. India Security Press
printed the stanps by Photo Gravure in the quantity of 0.8 mllion.
