NEWS & ANNOUNCEMENTS

SERVI CE TAX ON POSTAL SERVI CES

Consequent to enactrment of the Finance Act on April 18, 2006, the
Central Board of Excise & Custons inposed Service Tax on sone of the
services provided by India Post with effect fromJune 1, 2006. India
Post passed the entire burden to the consuners and a 12. 24% Servi ce Tax
is now being collected on Speed Post, Express Parcel Post, Logistics
Post, all types of Money Orders, Bill Mil Service, Wstern Union Mney
Transfer, Postal Life Insurance, all other tinme sensitive nmail services,
and Agency servi ces.

Al Head Post Ofices in the country, about 850 in nunber, were asked to
register with the respective Conm ssioner of Service Tax by My 30,
2006.

The software that operates the tens-of-thousands conputers at the posta
counters is yet to be updated and nmeanwhil e the anmpbunt of the Service
Tax is being noted on the back of the receipt, signed and postnmarked
with the date stanp. Many post offices are using rubber stanps for this
pur pose.

The philatelists and postal historians would be happy if the rubber
stanp or its equivalent is also applied to the mail articles and or the
tax is collected through postage stanps!

STAMP EXHI BI TION I N TRAIN

A new record was set on the rail tracks at Siliguri Junction on June 5,
2006 when for the first tinme in India and across the globe, a running
philatelic exhibition was conduct ed.

The Darjeeling H mal ayan Railway, UNESCO recognized world heritage, ran
for 31 kiloneters in 10 hours fromwas from Siliguri Junction to Agony
Point, with a halt at Sukuna to mark its 125th year. The programjointly
conducted by Siliguri Philatelic Society (SPS) and Sikkim Philatelic
Cub (SPC) had added a new page in the history of Indian Philately.

Not ed Railway Philatelist Vikas Singh of Ghazi abad, the man behind the
concept, had booked the train for the day for this purpose.

The event named “Heritage 06” was held on June 5 and 6, 2006. On first
day the exhibition was held at Siliguri Junction Railway Station where
the well decorated Train 788-B was flagged off to Agony Point, Tindharia
at around 7.30 am Stanps, Special Cover and First Day Covers on Indian
Rai | way nounted on 40 sheets were exhibited inside the two bogies of the
toy train.
